Textbooks

Make Up Work

Students are responsible for asking for the makeup work upon returning to class missed due to an absence.  A student will be given as many days as he/she was absent to make up any missed assignments.  Work assigned prior to an absence is due upon return to class.  If a student does not complete the work assigned after the allotted number of days has passed, then the assignment is considered late work.  The student should also come in for tutoring to discuss the missed material or meet with a friend to get class notes.  If the student is absent on the day of a scheduled quiz/test, they will make up the quiz/test when they return to class at a scheduled time.  If the student is present on the day of a scheduled quiz/test, they will be expected to take the quiz/test even though they may have been absent the previous class day.  They will be announced in advance.
PreAP/AP Standards

· AP classes require a substantial time commitment.  Students should plan on doing homework nightly and studying for all quizzes and tests

· All assignments must be completed on time.

· AP students must learn to work quickly and without always using a calculator.

· AP students should expect quizzes and tests to be time pressured.

· AP students must realize that not all problems will be duplicates of those they have seen in class.  They will need to apply previous skills to new situations, join together separate methods, or at times develop their own method in solving problems.

· When absent, AP students are expected to get the notes and assignment from a classmate.  In the case of school related absences, the student will be expected to get the assignment in advance.

· AP students are expected to demonstrate integrity in their work.

· AP students need to maintain at least a passing grade throughout the year.
